Following discussion, motion by Mr. Wieczorek, second by Ms. Brey to accept the resignations and retirements as presented.  Motion carried 6-0 (Mr. Hartje was absent for the vote).

Agenda Item 5 — Discussion & Possible Action Regarding a Revenue Limit Referendum Question:  


Mr. Benson and Mr. Ruddy provided additional information regarding 3 referendum options:  OPTION A – pursue a revenue limit referendum causing the district to break even in each of the next four years plus the addition of a 4-year-old kindergarten program; OPTION B – pursue a revenue limit referendum of $600,000 in each of the next four years plus the addition of a 4-year-old kindergarten program; OPTION C - delay going to referendum until the spring of 2010.


Following a lengthy discussion and clarification of several questions, the consensus of the Board was to move forward with 1, possibly 2, referendum questions yet this spring.  Board members felt that it was time for the public to voice their opinions.
